
 

COURSE: This course will provide an overview of changes made to the Florida Basic Recruit Training (BRT) Program 
Criminal Justice Firearms Course and the Firearms Instructor Course. This course must be completed prior to teaching the 
new Firearms Basic Recruit curriculum. All Firearms Instructors must complete this course before June 30, 2024 to retain 
Firearms Instructor certifications.  
 

   Students must qualify on each course to complete the class. There is no remediation. 
 

*** DAYTONA STATE REQUIREMENT COURSE PRE-REQUISITES *** 
All students must hold an active General Instructor Certification and High Liability Instructor Certification for Firearms 
PRIOR to attending this course. 
 

COURSE REQUIREMENTS: Students are required to attend all sessions of the course and pass an exam with 
a minimum score of 85%. 
 

NOTE: Students must bring AMMO & EQUIPMENT  
- 700 Rounds of Ammo for Semi-Auto Pistol 
- Full Duty Rig/Holster and Vest (no inside waistband or concealed holsters) 
- 3 magazines, Flashlight and/or Weapon Mounted Light, and No Red Dot Optics  
- Soft Body Armor, Full Eye & Ear Protection, Water, and Sunscreen 
- ** NO SHORTS - NO RED SHIRTS or RED HATS **
