TOPICS TO BE COVERED INCLUDE: Introduction to Negotiations, Roles and Responsibilities, Deployment of the
Team, Intelligence Gathering, Communicating with Subjects, Negotiation Skills and Risk Assessment, Subject
Factors, Incident Resolution, Stress Management, and more.

NOTE: Students must attend all sessions of the course and participate in curriculum role play. Students are
required to pass an end-of-course examination with a minimum of 80%.
